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1. Structure of the Day

FOR PARENTS/CARERS

All year groups in Abbotswell are welcomed at 8.45am and pupils are asked not to arrive
before this time.

The school currently operates a variety of entry and exit doors to increase separation
between class groups. Room 1 and Room 2 will enter the school through the infant door
and progress directly to classrooms. Room 3 and Room 5 will enter the school through the
rear fire exit marked 1 and progress directly to classrooms. Room 8 will enter the school
through the rear fire exit marked 2 and progress directly to the classroom. Room 9 and
Room 10 will enter the school through the senior door and progress directly to classrooms.
Room 11 and Room 12 will enter the school next to the main hall through the fire exit
marked 3 and progress directly to classrooms. Entrances are supervised by school staff.

Schools are closely following guidance to try to stay open, safe and COVID free. However,
we all have a responsibility to ensure children, young people and staff remain safe and in
school. Families should maintain a 2 meter distance from other families and staff when
dropping off and picking up children. Close contact and large groups help spread
coronavirus. To help stop crowding at the school gates, only one adult per family/household
should be dropping off or picking up children. If your child can walk safely to and from
school without an adult, or be dropped off and met at a safe distance from school, please let
them. This will make physical distancing easier for those who have to accompany their

child.
